Attorney Lou Vitdlo provided a presentationon TIF districtsand memberspresent discussed how aTIF digtrict
might affect the locd taxing bodiesin the event that Crete does annex within Washington Township.
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School Board Presdent Tom Stluka announced that construction on the new junior highisgoing well and there
is an estimated completion date of April 20, 2007.

President Lohmann briefed the group onthe status of the Eastern Will County Development Didtrict legidation.
Adminigtrator Barber announced alegidative initiative grant. The legidaturewantsto fund a“brick and mortar”
project with the grant. Suggestions for the grant included a new concesson stand in Welton Stedt Park,
replacement of the food stand in Firemen's Park or improvements to the Community Hall.

The Fire Digrict provided a brief report.

An economic development update was provided by Nelson Callins.

Shirley Biery gave an update on library operations.

Township Supervisor Bob Howard provided an update on the senior program, youth programs and new
generator at the Township building.
