Three were moved forward to the next step and one eliminated due to results of a background
check.

Chief reported on the code enforcement issue that previously came up at a meeting about the
condition of a property on Catalpa. The homeowner ordered a dumpster and has made a lot of
effort to clean up the property.

An update was provided on the Laraway Communications Center budget meeting. Went over
budget and looks about the same as last year. The communications center is now fully staffed.

The Public Works, Water Department and Wastewater Treatment Plant monthly reports were
provided for review.

The water billing register for March and April was provided for review.

Well #5 is back online. The pump has been replaced and has been up and running for a couple of
weeks.

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President Meyer reported a meeting was held with First Community Bank to discuss the changing
of banks. The bank provided a presentation on the history of the bank, their activity in the
community and history with the Village. Trustee Kraus suggested the Village sit down with banks
every year to discuss the year and their performance and services. Trustee Kraus recommended to
move forward with the move to Midland and revisit the issue once per year and go out for RFPs.
There was much discussion.

It was reported that the large flag in Firemen’s Park donated by the VanBaren’s will only be used
for special events and has been taken down. The Lions Club offered to purchase a 10x15 flag to
put on the pole for this year for use outside of special events. It was suggested to possibly ask
other taxing bodies to sponsor the flag at different times.

Trustee Gardner requested committee meetings be scheduled to discuss an ordinance for fishing
in Village ponds. The Committee meeting can be held before the next board meeting.

Trustee Tieri reported he is working with the Chief on how to handle the many scooters in town.
It is becoming a problem and currently violates the Illinois Vehicle Code. Board members have
been asked by residents if the Village will be doing anything about scooters. Trustee Tieri will
have the Chief put together a flyer of do’s and don’ts according to the law. This will be discussed
at the committee level.

There is also a need to schedule a committee meeting to discuss a BYOB ordinance.

There being no further business, President Meyer asked for a motion to adjourn. Trustee Kraus
made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Trustee Stacey seconded.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A MUNICIPAL GROCERY RETAILERS’
OCCUPATION TAX AND A MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE OCCUPATION TAX
FOR THE VILLAGE OF BEECHER, WILL COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

WHEREAS, the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/1-2-1, provides that the corporate
authorities of each municipality may pass all ordinances and make all rules and regulations
proper or necessary, to carry into effect the powers granted to municipalities, with such fines or
penalties as may be deemed proper; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Beecher (Village”) is a non-home rule Illinois municipality
pursuant to the Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970, as amended; and

WHEREAS, effective January 1, 2026, the State of Illinois has repealed the Illinois
state grocery tax through Public Act 103-0781; and

WHEREAS, Section 8-11-24 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24)
provides that, beginning on January 1, 2026, all Illinois municipalities may impose a tax “upon
all persons engaged in the business of selling groceries at retail in the municipality” (the
“Municipal Grocery Tax’’) (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24); and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Grocery Retailers’ Occupation Tax may be imposed “at
the rate of 1% of the gross receipts from these sales” (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24); and

WHEREAS, any Municipal Grocery Retailers’ Occupation Tax shall be administered,
collected and enforced by the Illinois Department of Revenue; and

WHEREAS, Section 8-11-24 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24)
requires any municipality imposing a Municipal Grocery Retailers’ Occupation Tax under
Section 8-11-24 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24) to also impose a Service
Occupation Tax at the same rate, “upon all persons engaged, in the municipality, in the business
of making sales of service, who, as an incident to making those sales of service, transfer

groceries” as “an incident to a sale of service” (the “Municipal Grocery Service Occupation
Tax”) (65 ILCS 5/8-11-24); and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities of this Village of Beecher, Will County, Illinois,
have been further advised that pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/8-11-24(f) the Village must adopt an
Ordinance establishing the Municipal Grocery Tax and Municipal Grocery Service Occupation
Tax and further must submit the Ordinance to the Department of Revenue before October 1,
2025, in order for the State to collect the taxes commencing on January 1, 2026; and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities of this Village of Beecher, Will County, Illinois,
having reviewed the Illinois Compiled Statutes and Village Code provisions, now concur that it is



advisable, necessary, and in the best interests of the residents of the Village of Beecher that the
Village of Beecher implement and impose a 1% Municipal Grocery Tax and Municipal Grocery
Service Occupation Tax as permitted by 65 ILCS 5/8-11-24.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD
OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF BEECHER, WILL COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That Section 1, entitled “MUNICIPAL GROCERY RETAILERS’
OCCUPATION TAX IMPOSED” of Chapter 16, entitled “MUNICIPAL GROCERY
RETAILERS’ OCCUPATION AND MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE OCCUPATION
TAX” of Title 3 entitled “BUSINESS REGULATIONS” of the Village Code of the Village of
Beecher, be, and the same is hereby added to read and provide as follows, namely:

“3-16-1: MUNICIPAL GROCERY RETAILERS’ OCCUPATION TAX IMPOSED:

A tax is hereby imposed upon all persons engaged in the business of selling groceries at retail in
this Village at the rate of 1% of the gross receipts from such sales made in the course of such
business while this Section is in effect. The imposition of this tax is in accordance with and
subject to the provisions of Section 8-11-24 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/8-11-
24).”

SECTION TWO: That Section 2, entitled “MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE
OCCUPATION TAX IMPOSED” of Chapter 16, entitled “MUNICIPAL GROCERY
RETAILERS’ OCCUPATION AND MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE OCCUPATION
TAX” of Title 3 entitled “BUSINESS REGULATIONS” of the Village Code of the Village of
Beecher, be, and the same is hereby added to read and provide as follows, namely:

“3-16-2: MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE OCCUPATION TAX IMPOSED:

A tax is hereby imposed upon all persons engaged in this Village in the business of making sales of
service, who, as an incident to making those sales of service, transfer groceries as an incident to a
sale of service. The rate of this tax shall 1% of the gross receipts from such sales made in the
course of such business while this Section is in effect. The imposition of this tax is in accordance
with and subject to the provisions of Section 8-11-24 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS
5/8-11-24).”

SECTION THREE: That Section 3, entitled “ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF
REVENUE TO ADMINISTER BOTH TAXES” of Chapter 16, entitled “MUNICIPAL
GROCERY RETAILERS’ OCCUPATION AND MUNICIPAL GROCERY SERVICE
OCCUPATION TAX” of Title 3 entitled “BUSINESS REGULATIONS” of the Village Code of
the Village of Beecher, be, and the same is hereby added to read and provide as follows, namely:

“3-16-3: ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE TO ADMINISTER BOTH TAXES:
The taxes hereby imposed by this Chapter, and all civil penalties that may be assessed as an
incident thereto, shall be collected and enforced by the Department of Revenue of the State of
Illinois. The Illinois Department of Revenue shall have full power to administer and enforce the
provisions of this Chapter.”



SECTION FOUR: That the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to file a
certified copy of this Ordinance with the Illinois Department of Revenue on or before October 1,
2025.

SECTION FIVE: That all existing Ordinances and Village Code provisions, or parts
thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance, are hereby deemed null, void, and of no
legal effect, and are specifically repealed.

SECTION SIX: If any section, clause, provision or portion of this Ordinance shall be
held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall
not affect any other section, clause, provision or portion of this Ordinance, and this Village Board
hereby expressly acknowledges that it would have enacted this Ordinance even with the invalid
portion deleted.

SECTION SEVEN: That this Ordinance shall be in effect immediately after its passage
by the Village Board, its approval by the President and its publication in pamphlet form as
required by 65 ILCS 5/1-2-4, and the imposition of the tax herein shall take effect on January 1,
2026.
